Lurgrotte cave is the largest dripstone stalactite cave in 

Austria. Surface water has been seeping into the cave 

which the Lurbach river has eroded into the limestone 

rock for millions of years, constantly depositing lime-

stone and forming impressive, fragile and powerful 

works of art. Visitors can immerse themselves in this 

fascinating world from either Peggau or Semriach.
